Normal: recalls 2 or 3 words Abnormal: recalls 0 or 1 words 

If all three results are 
within normal range: 
Cognitive impairment 
is unlikely – reassess 
q 1-2 years.

Normal: ≥ 15 in one minute Abnormal: < 15 in one minute
